CHAPTER -1 : 'PRE{LIMINARY

services and other activities relating to the objects of the pri-
vate university, and other anticipated income;

the proposed fee structure for the different courses, with refer-
ence to the details of expenditure on unit cost and the extent of

. concessions or rebates in fee or frce-shlps and scholarships, if

any, for the students belonging (0 scheduled casie, scheduled

(1) Thc Regulatory Commission shall on receipt of the proposal and Lhe
project report for establishment of a private-university, make such scru-
tiny, as far as possible within 7 days from (he receipt of proposal as to
the facts stated in the project report, as it may deem necessary.

(2  The Regulatory Commission in course of scrutimy may ask for any ad-
ditional information from the sponsoring body, and after receipt of such
information, the Regulatory Commission shall evaluate the project pro-
posal as far as possible, within 45 days. In the course of evaluation,
the Regulatory Commission shall take into consideration, the following :-

@ éxisting facilities for higher education and research in the area in
which the private university is proposed to be established;

{by  the proposed private university has some special features or new
programymes and activities which will augment the existing academic

resources in the Staic and help in human resource development; *

(c}  the private university*shall have programmes for the uplifiment
of backward areas or removal of regiond! imbalances by starting
off campuS centres in the Scheduled arcas of the state;

(d)  the main 'motive for establishment of the private university is of
- social service and welfare of youths by providing them high
quality education.

(1)  After inquiry and evalvation as provided in Section 5, if Regulatory
~Commission is of opinion that an opporlunity to establish a private
_university be given to the Sponsoring Body, it shall make its
recommendation to the state government 1o issue a Lefter of Infent to
the sponsoring body in this regard.

2)  After receiving the recommendation from Regulatory Commission, State
Government may issue letter of intent to the Sponsoring Body with re-
gard to esiablishment of private university in the State.

The letter of intent as provided under Section 6 (2) shall contain the following
conditions, which the sponsoring body will be requircd to fulfill for establish-
ing a private university in the State ; namely : - *

of Section 7 and a private wuniversity may be established on the basis

of its proposal, shall establish,” by amending the Schedule appended to

this Act, a privale universily with such name- and description as may
be specified in this behalf. ’

Such a private universily shall be deemed to have been ircorporated -from
the date of the amendment in the schedule in this behalf.

The private university shall be a body corporate by such name, as
shown in the Schedule, having perpetual succession, and common seal
with powers subject lo the provisions of this Act, to acquire and own
property, to contract, and shall sue and be swed by the said name.

(1)  On receipt of the letter of intent from the State Governmeent as providefy
under Section 6 (2) above, a sponsoring body willing to fulfill the con-
ditions and give undertakings as mentioned in the letter of intent, shail
establish an endowment furd for the private university by depositing

{ the amount in the Fund of the Regulatory Commission, in the manner
prescribed, as under :-

(a}  One crore rupees in case the private university is to be cstab-
lished in a Scheduled Area of the State.

(b) Three crore rupees in other cases;

Provided that any deposit in the endowment fund prior to the commence-
ment of this Act by the sneonsoring body shall be adjusted.

(2) The endowment fund shall be uvsed as security deposit to ensure that
the private university complies with the provisions of the Act, Statutes
and Ordinances. The Stale Govemnment, may forfeit, after giving nolice,
whole or part of endowment fund on the recommendation of the Regu-
latory Commission in case of a breach or contravention of any provi-
sions of the Act, Statute, Ordinance, or Regulatmns by the sponsoring
body

(3) The mode of establishment of endowment fund, the manner of ils in-

vestment, the payment of income from it to the sponsoring body, its
forfeiture and mode of its return to the sponsering body shall be such,
as may be prescribed.

Every private university shall establish & fund, which shall be called the gen-
eral fund to which the following shali be credited, namely :-

(@  fees and other charges received by the private university;

‘() any contribution made by the sponsoring body:

(¢}  any income received from consultancy and other work undertaken by
the private university in pursuance of its objectives;

(d)  trusts, bequests, donations, endowment and any other grants, and.
(8)  all other sums reccived by the private university.

Provided that one percent of the fees collected from the students under clause
(a), shall be dcposiled through bank draft/banker’s cheque with the Regulatory
Commission within 15 days of the month next to the month in which such
fees are rteceived. If private university fails to deposit fees within stipulated
period then it shall be liable 1o pay such fee with penal interest at the rate of
1.5% for every 30 days. I default continues further beyond 90 days, this would
tantamount 1o violation of the Act for which necessary action may be takén
by the chulatory Commission. )

After inspection and assessmeni of a private university providing first
degrec and / or posi-graduate degrec / diploma courses, the UGC may
indicatc to the university any deficiency and non-conformity with the
relevant UGC Regulations and give it reasonable opportunity to rectify
the samc. If the Commission is satisfied that the private university has,
even after getting an opportunity to do so. failed io comply with the
provisions of any of the Regulations, the Commission may pass an order
prohibiting ihe private university from offering any coursc for the award
of the first degree and / or the post-graduate degree 7 diploma, as the
case may be, till the deficiency is rectified.

The UGC may take neccssary action against a private university awarding
a first degree and / or a post-graduate degree / diploma, which are not
specified by the UGC, and inform the public in general through a public
notification. A privale  university continuing such programme(s) and
awarding unspecified degrec(s) shall be lable for penalty under Section
24 of the UGC Act

CHAPTER -V : WINDING OF PRIVATE UNIVERSITY

If the Sponsoring Bedy proposes to dissolve itself or wants to
discontinue the function of the private university establishcd under the
Act, it shall inform the Regulalory Commission of its plan by which it
shall ensure complction of courses and conducl of examinations, and it
shall announce the prospective dale from which it shall not admit any
new stodents.

The Regulatory Commission on receipt of such information shall have
the right to issue such directions to the Sponsoring Body for the

fulfillment of its obligations under sub-section (}) as it may deem

necessary, If the Sponsoring body contravenes the provisions of sub-
section (1}, the Endowment Fund shall be forfeited by Rcgulatory
Commission and thc Commission shall make arrangements for completion

On report of Regulatory Commission or otherwise if il appears to thC*

PART —I: PRELIMINARY

1. Short title, extent and commencement.- (1) These rules may be called the Chhattisgarh Private
Universities (Establishment of Off-Campus Centre and Study Centre) Rules, 2020.

(2) It shall extend to the whole State of Chhattisgarh.
(3) It shall come into force from the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
2 Definitions.- (1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,-

(a) “Act” means Chhattisgarh Private Universities (Establishment and Operation) Act, 2005
(No. 13 of 2005);

(b) “Main Campus” means Main Campus of the Private University situated in Chhattisgarh
Consisting Minimum Five University teaching departments or schools of studies and where
Vice Chancellor and Registrar reside and also main office of the University is located;

(c) “Off — Campus Centre” means centre of a Private University established outside the main
Campus but within the State operated and maintained as its constituent unit;

(d) “Private University” Means a Private University established and incorporated under the said
Act;

(e) “Regulatory Body” means a Central or a State Regulatory Body established by the Central
or State Government for laying down norms and conditions for ensuring standards of higher
education;

(f) “Regulatory Commission” means, the Regulatory Commission established under section 36
of the said Act ;

(g) “Rules” means Chhattisgarh Private Universities (Establishment and Operation) Rules
2005;

(h) “Study Centre” means centre established in the State and maintained by the private
university for the purpose of advising, counselling or for rendering any other assistance
required by the students in the context of distance education which implies imparting
education by combination of any two or more means of communication, namely,
broadcasting, telecasting, correspondence course, seminars, contact programmes and any
other such methodology.

(2) Words or Expressions used but not defined in these rules shall have the same meaning as
respectively assigned to them in the Act.
PART -1I : OFF — CAMPUS CENTRE

3. Establishment and Operation.- (1) A Private University, after completing 5 years of establishment
and development of main carhpus, intending to establish Off — Campus Centre shall submit the
application in Annexure-A to the Regulatory Commission.

(2) The Sponsoring body shall pass a resolution to establish off- campus centre and Application shall
be signed by the Registrar.

(3) Application fee of Rupees 5000/-(Rupees Five Thousand) shall be sent along with application
through a crossed account payee draft in the name of “Chhattisgarh Private University Regulatory
Commission” payable at Raipur.

Conditions for establishment of Off-Campus Centre.- (1) The University shall procure land as
under:- ‘

. (a) L.5 acres land in case the Off — Campus Centre is proposed to establish within the limit of
Municipal Corporation of Raipur District.

(b} 2.5 acres of land in case the Off — Campus Centre is proposed to be establish at any other
place.

(2) It shall make available a minimum built-up area of 10,000 Square Feet for administrative and
academic purpose.

(3) The Private University shall follow the rules and conditions prescribed by the University Grants
Commission and other Regulatory Bodies, from time to time.

Evaluation of the Proposal.- (1) The Regulatory Commission shall, on receipt of the application for
establishment of Off-Campus Centre shall make scrutiny as deem necessary regarding the facts as
mentioned.

(2) In course of evaluation of proposal/application, the Regulatory Commission shall take into
consideration, the followings:-

(a) Contribution of the University in the field of education and research, where the Off — Centre
Campus is proposed.

(b) Suitable resources to be arranged.

Letter of Intent.- After inquiry and evaluation as provided in rule 5, if the Regulatory Commission is
satisfied that right to established Off-Campus Centre, may be given to the University, the Regulatory
Commission may issue Letter of Intent to the University to establish Off-Campus Centre with a prior
approval of the State Government.

Submission with Compliance Report.- (1) The University shall fulfil all essential conditions within a
period of one year from issue of the Letter of Intent.

(2) The University shall submit following fees along with the Compliance Report to the Regulatory
Commission:-

(a) Rupees Five Lac, in case Off-Campus Centre is to be established in a Scheduled Area of the
State.

(b) Rupees Ten Lac, in other cases.

Verification and Inspection on Compliance Report.- (1) After receiving the Compliance Report as
per provision of rule 7, the Regulatory Commission shall constitute a Committee which shall examine
the factual data including spot inspection.

(2) The Regulatory Commission, after the examination of Compliance Report under sub-rule (1), it
finds any shortcomings in it, it may direct the University to remove expeditiously the identified
shortcomings.

(3) After receiving information regarding the removal of identified short comings, the Inspection
Committee shall submit its recommendations to the Regulatory Commission.

Notification regarding Establishment.- The Regulatory Commission, if satisfied with
recommendation of Inspection Committee, may issue notification regarding the establishment of
Off-Campus Centre with a prior approval of the State Government.

Regarding the amount of Fee. - The Private University shall ensure with Compliance of rule 9 of
said Rules.

Special Powers of the Regulatory Commission in Certain Circumstances.- (1) After the
establishment of Off-Campus Centre, it appears to the Regulatory Commission that operation of the
Off-Campus Centre is not in accordance to the Act, Statutes, Ordinances and Regulations or situation
of financial mismanagement and mal-administration has arisen, it shall issue show-cause notice of 45
days to such private University with intent that why an order shall not be made that the Off-Campus
Centre establishment notification be cancelled.

(2) If the Regulatory Commission, on receipt of the reply of the Private University, in respect of the
notice issued under sub-rule (1) of this rule is satisfied that there is a prima-facie case of
mismanagement, mal-administration or violation of any provision of the Act or any provision made
under this Act or direction issued there under, it shall make an order of such inquiry as it may consider
necessary.

(3) If, the Regulatory Commission, on receipt of Enquiry Report, is satisfied that owing to financial
mismanagement and mal-administration, such situation has arisen that to conduct the Off Campus is
not secured, it shall cancel the notification of establishment of the Off-Campus Centre.

(4) The courses conducted at the Off-Campus Centre shall be transferred to the main Campus as the
order issued under sub-rule (3) of this rule.

(5) An appeal against the order issued under sub-rule (3) of this rule may be preferred before the
Visitor and the decision of the Visitor, upon the appeal, shall be final.

Regularisation of Action taken by the Regulatory Commission.- Any permission or order issued by
the Regulatory Commission prior to enforcement of these Rules shall be deemed to have been issued
under these rules:

Provided that the concerned University shall have to comply with the provisions
mentioned in rule 4 and sub-rule (2) of rule 7 within prescribed time limit by the Regulatory
Commission:

Provided further that the Regulatory Commission may pass an order to close the existing
Off-Campus Centre, if provision mentioned in first proviso is not complied by the University.

PART - I : STUDY CENTRE

Establishment of Study Centre.- (1) Study Centre may be established by a Private University in
reference to distance education.

(2) A private University may get permission to conduct the distance education as prescribed in
University Grants Commission (Open and Distance Learning) Regulation, 2017 made by the
University Grants Commission.

(3) A Private University may get approval to establish Study Centre from the Regulatory Commission
after the permission obtained by the University Grants Commission as referred to in sub-rule (2) of this
rule.

(4) A Private University shall deposit fees at the rate of Rupees 50,000/- (Fifty thousand rupees) per
study centre per annum to the Regulatory Commission.

(5) The Private University shall ensure to comply with the provisions of rule 10 of these rules.

Regarding Degrees, Diplomas and Certificate.- (1) A private University shall conduct the courses for
only those degrees, diplomas and certificates for which the permission has been obtained from the
University Grant Commission or any other competent authority. :

(2) A private University shall ensure to comply with the provisions of clause (m) of sub-section (4) of
Section 7 of the said Act.

Relaxation of rules.- On such matters which are not covered under these rules, the State Government
may take the decision on the basis of recommendation of the Regulatory Commission which is
supported by the principles of equity.

University) to establish Off-Campus Centre at (full address of Off-Campus

(i) The Private University shall give an undertaking in form of an affidavit that it shall comply with
Rule 4 and Rule 7 of Chhattisgarh Private Universities (Off-Campus Centre and Study Centre)
Rules, 2020.

(ii) The Private University shall also mention in undertaking that it will run only those courses in the
Off campus Centre which are approved in the schedule of the said Act and in accordance with the
Statutes and Ordinances.

(iii) The Private University shall submit Compliance Report within a period of one year after issue of
Letter of Intent in accordance with Rule 7 of Chhattisgarh Private Universities (Establishment of
Off-Campus Centre and study Centre) Rules, 2020.
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(iv) This letter of Intent may be cancelled by the Regulatory Commission by mentioning the reasons
thereof and in this regard the University shall have no right.
